How to get there: From the Askari Monument, walk westwards on Samora Avenue. The Daily News Office is through the gate on the left just after the bank. There are guards at the gate who can direct you to the right building.

Language: English and Kiswahili.  

Getting started: No forms or ID required, though it would be good to contact the archive ahead of your visit and make sure that they are not in the midst of renovation/moving. 

Opening Hours: Monday-Friday, 0900-1600 hours, open to the public, Tsh20,000 per day for use of the library (this can be paid after you’ve seen the relevant material in the archive) paid to the accountant/cashier in the main building. A receipt will be issued. Call the general line (022 211 0595) and ask for Ms. Zaituni in the library.
General working conditions: There are plans underway for the archive to be upgraded, including a digitisation project which should be completed by June 2007. In the meantime, there is no comprehensive index/catalogue to either the photograph collection or newspaper clippings and they are organised thematically (eg. TAZARA Railway, President Nyerere’s overseas trips, etc.). The room is rather dusty, dimly lit and crowded with files.   

Consultation: No limit. 
Policy on technology: There are no strict guidelines for this, except when it comes to copying (see below). Papers, notes, pens/pencils, are all allowed.  

Photocopy policy: No limit (except your budget!) – each photograph/clipping is priced at Tsh20,000/copy. Request for copies from the librarian and bring a flash memory stick for the soft copies. Personal digital camera copies are not permitted. 
Particularities: There are many tasty and reasonably-priced lunch options within walking distance from the newspaper archive: Hadees Fast Food on Azikiwe Street, YWCA canteen on Maktaba Street, Steers on the corner of Samora Avenue and Ohio Street.
